Striking on the joints

It seems like the Kurdish Parties are practicing with the Turkmen the “striking on the joints strategy”, as they started to strike the main joints of the Turkmen Eli in Telefar, Toz Qormato and Khanqeen attempting to isolate these joints in paving the way to divide Turkmen Eli into small pieces continuously reaching to the depth of Kirkuk.

I will try to focus, in this Article, on a substantial point within this Kurdish strategy; Article 140, unfortunately, the Turkmen Politicians were occupied with this Article since declaring the Iraqi Constitution, which led to block their visions off the Kurdish Parties which are striking the joints of Turkmen Eli by facilitating the immigration of hundreds of thousands of the Kurds from northern Iraq and from the neighboring countries to Turkmen Eli Region starting with Talefer ending with Mendely. 
The Kurds, as they have controlled in one way or another all of Turkmen Eli Regions paving the way for the last strike in Kirkuk and that would cause the insecurity in Kirkuk.

I approach the Turkmen Politicians not to be occupied by the Article 140, therefore, its required to deal with Talefer and Mendely as the same manner that we deal with Kirkuk, otherwise, we will see some one come up with a project on giving Talefer or Mendely or other to the Kurds in return for their silence on the insistence to implement the Article. Our case is not only Kirkuk so to be solved by boycotting or returning to the meetings of the Governorate’s Council, our case is the future of Turkmen Eli.                          And eliminating this case to Kirkuk issue is exactly the trap that is set by the Kurdish Parties, unfortunately, we have fallen for.

I see that the Turkmen Politicians must think more than once in the decision making policy, as they should have thought more than once before they decided to boycott the meetings of the Governorate’s Council and then returned to it. 

Last word I would like to add here, the human has been created in different thoughts and phases, some of them are with beliefs, others are changeable, thus, the Kurdish Parties had advantages from these characters on one way or another by offering them posts or tempting them with money which made them work behind the scenes with these Parties and under different names such as (the Consulting Committee for pursuing the Turkmen issues and the relief and aids Committee), they made a condition that the employments would be restricted to the Turkmen only.

This act of betrayal has been noticed against the Turkmen Nation days before the elections of the Governorate’s Council; therefore, we should pay an attention to these points, and to the necessity to ask for consultation from some of the Turkmen characters who are acquainted with politics.
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
