PRESS TV’S CLAIM OF IRREGULARITY IN THE ELECTIONS!..

It was stated that the Iraqi Kurdish Regional Administration President Massoud Barzani’s KDP, which announced its victory after the elections in the north of Iraq , was being accused of rigging the elections. 

 It was learned that Goran (Change) List Leader Nawshirwan Mustafa, expressing that KDP was responsible for the incidents which resulted in the death of one person and injury of twelve people, claimed that KDP had rigged the elections. Calling out to the UN Secretary General Ban Ki Moon and UK , France and US Ambassadors, N. Mustafa stated that fake ballots were used so as to affect the results in Irbil and Dahok. 

Broadcasting on an international basis, the Iranian State Television channel PRESS TV notes that the Goran Administration has won the right to be represented with 28 deputies in the Kurdish Parliament which has 111 seats but that it persistently underscores that the vote rate is higher. There is also an emphasis that groups supporting the KDP broke into and searched N. Mustafa’s office in Irbil before the official election results were announced. 

Goran members who have left the PUK led by Talabani are known to be accusing the PUK officials for not showing a sufficient reform and anti-corruption effort. 

In fact, in the recent months N. Mustafa gave a statement to the Washington Post newspaper regarding the budgetary malpractices of the KDP and the PUK and said that “no one knew how the 35 million dollars, which was received from the budget allocated to North Iraq Region by the Iraqi Central Government, was spent”.
